John M. Mitch, Municipal Clerk: Beginning with Second Reading of Ordinances this evening, we’re going to start by taking Letters A and B by consent. Letter A is an Ordinance amending handicap parking on Clum Avenue, William Street and Letter B is regarding the St. James Avenue. Can I get a motion that these Ordinances be taken up on Second and Third Reading and the public hearing be opened?

Vice President Spillar made a motion, seconded by Councilwoman McAuliffe and carried unanimously.

John M. Mitch, Municipal Clerk: The public hearing is now open on Letters A and B.  Hearing no comment from the public, can I get a motion that the public hearing be closed, the Ordinances be adopted and submitted to the Mayor for approval as required by law? 

Vice President Spillar made a motion, seconded by Councilwoman McAuliffe and carried unanimously.

John M. Mitch, Municipal Clerk: Letter C is an Ordinance approving the amended Cedar Meadows Redevelopment Plan.  Can I get a motion that this Ordinance be taken up on Second and Third Reading and the public hearing be opened?

Vice President Spillar asked for his Councilmates support for this resolution.  The plan will provide housing and services for Veteran soldiers through Soldier On which is a private non-profit organization since 1994 committing to ending veteran homelessness. 

Vice President Spillar made a motion, seconded by Councilwoman Meehan and carried unanimously.

John M. Mitch, Municipal Clerk: The public hearing is now open on Letter C.

Tom Maras: Congratulated all the elected officials in their new positions. Asked what specifically the ordinance is about and to elaborate on it.

Vice President Spillar responded letting Mr. Maras know that the property at Primrose labeled Cedar Meadows Redevelopment Plan, was a soccer field but has been vacant for many years and the township feels the property would be better used for the veterans who need housing and services.

Tom Maras: Wanted to be sure that the grounds were tested for contamination by the DEP for the use indicated since the soccer field doesn’t require the same grounds testing as it does a building housing veterans.

Vito Cimilluca responded saying that the grounds were tested when they built the soccer field. When the project is started, the testing needed will be performed.

John Vrtaric, Woodbridge: Asked who is building and paying for the veteran’s home? He spoke about soldiers coming back from war all over the country having drug addictions, they can’t get any jobs, and are homeless walking the streets.  Employers are responsible for their employees, why isn’t government responsible for the soldiers. He mentioned how it would be great if we could do something like this.

Council President Kyle Anderson thanks Council Vice President Spillar and Vito Cimilluca for the comments on this.  Many soccer fields have been built in the town but that soccer field has not been in use and we will get the project done. No developer has been named but it goes without saying that the work for the environment will be done.

John M. Mitch, Municipal Clerk: Are there any other public comments on Letter C?  Hearing no other comment from the public, can I get a motion that the public hearing be closed, the Ordinance be adopted and submitted to the Mayor for approval as required by law?

Please be respectful of each other and make sure that there are no signs or posters in the aisles or walkway.  Although it allows for five minutes, I will give you a one minute warning, is there anyone wishing to speak tonight?
Tom Maras: Asked the township position on immigration hikes and how the township will be responding.  Wanted to know where Kyle Anderson stood on the term illegal alien and this mass migration. Mr. Maras supports immigration but not illegal aliens.  He also addressed if the township has a policy and current view in place for DEI.  Corporations are rejecting it now, its racist, companies are getting rid of it, except for the diehard leftist who want to hold on to it for their own self-serving purposes.  Is the township still in a law suit with the Middlesex Water Company?  He has algae that is hard to clean and wants to know what is being done currently. 
Council President Anderson assured that a policy will be more discussed with the Mayor about getting the immigrants to where they have to be.  He explained we don’t have a formal policy, but will provide it for the next meeting.
Tom Maras: He is worried about the town’s financial status and the crime based on the mass amounts of immigrants coming into our town.
John Vrtaric, Woodbridge: He also expressed his concern for immigration.  He was suggesting to use the senior centers to house the homeless in the night and they leave in the morning.  He says, our town should not take responsibility for the immigrants, Middlesex County is a big county and should be doing something about it.  
Irene Woodchick, Hopelawn: Praised the music concerts in town.  She wants to see more flowers around the town. 
Vito Cimilluca: We have rain gardens going in around town and parks.
