(Route 35) to
Main Street, concluding in front of Town Hall. More than 80 marching units, including traditional Irish Pipe Bands and
Step Dancers, Irish-themed parade floats and displays, marching bands representing all three Woodbridge Township
high schools, representatives from Woodbridge Township Police Department, Fire Departments, First Aid and
Emergency Response Squads, CERT Team, and members of the Woodbridge Township education community,
scouting organizations and civic, sports and neighborhood associations and groups will participate in the 46™ Annual
parade.
