WPD TRAFFIC ALERT ~ JULY 3 FIREWORKS: 

At the conclusion of the July 3 fireworks all traffic exiting Sewaren via Ferry Street (by Moby Dick’s) will 

be directed to make a left turn onto State Street. Traffic will not be permitted to make a right turn onto West 

Avenue towards Woodbridge.  State Street traffic into Perth Amboy will be prohibited from turning right 

onto Maurer Road (hole in the wall) that separates the Chevron property.  Traffic will be diverted down West 

Ave./State Street onto Route 440, to Amboy Avenue, back into Woodbridge. 
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
