If possible, all selected artworks will be presented with a QR code enabling guests to

listen to the music that inspired the work. Exhibit is limited to approximately 40 pieces. Submissions will

be juried by a peer panel. Evaluations will be based on composition, impact, creativity, technical execu-

tion and consistency with the theme.
