SENIOR ART SHOW RULES

ELIGIBILITY: Any artist (painter, sketcher, graphic artist, etc.) age 60 or
over currently residing in Woodbridge Township, may submit
three (3) entries completed within the last three years. Art
that has been in previous art shows will not be eligible for
judging. Entrants may be of either professional or non-
professional status. There shall be no attempt to limit
entrants to just professionals or non-professionals.

CLASSIFICATIONS:
Non-professional - Persons claiming non-professional
status must not have (I) Sold the types of art entered in
the contest/exhibition through commercial channels;
(2) Exhibited in a professional gallery; (3) Ever had a
membership in a professional artist guild.

Professional - Persons claiming professional status are
those who have (1) Sold the type of art entered in the
contest/exhibition commercially; (2) exhibited
professionally; (3) held membership in a professional
artist guild or association.

ART WORK: All work must be the original creation of the artist; mounting,
matting and framing excluded. No kit paintings or craft kits,
photographs/copies of others’ original art work will be

accepted.
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CATEGORIES:  The following are categories of eligible work:

Watercolor- including gouache

Pastel

Print- including etching, dry point & intaglio
Drawing-including pencil, pen, ink, graphite, chalk
and charcoal
