SUN., JAN. 25 THRU MON., JAN. 26
NATIONAL WEATHER SERVICE CALLS FOR 12+ INCH ACCUMULATION 
Residents & Businesses Reminded to Remove Vehicles from Snow Emergency Streets to Allow for Plowing & Emergency Operations
WOODBRIDGE – Mayor John E. McCormac and the Woodbridge Township Office of Emergency Management announced that the National Weather Service has issued a Winter Storm Watch from Sun., Jan. 25 (1:00 am) through Mon., Jan. 24 (1:00 pm).  The National Weather Service forecast is calling for a 12+ inch accumulation of snow - with heaviest accumulation predicted from 8:00 am on Sunday through Noon on Monday.   

The Woodbridge Office of Emergency Management reminds residents and business owners that vehicles must be removed from streets designated as Snow Emergency Routes in order to keep the streets open for plowing and snow removal operations for 24-36 hours beyond the end of the storm.  (Complete list of Woodbridge Township snow emergency streets are posted on the Township web page at: https://www.twp.woodbridge.nj.us/AlertCenter.aspx?AID=Emergency-Storm-Alert-Remove-Vehicles-fr-154.
Parking prohibitions will remain in effect until streets and roadways have been plowed and on-street parking will not interfere with snow removal operations and/or the normal flow of traffic.  Residents are encouraged to park vehicles in driveways and off streets wherever possible to assist DPW plowing and snow removal.  Residents are reminded to not push snow into plowed streets and to assist emergency crews by uncovering fire hydrants that may be located on or near residential property.
Township businesses and property owners are reminded to keep sidewalks, driveways and public thorofares free of snow and ice.  Township ordinance requires property owners to maintain clear pedestrian walkways and sidewalks by removing accumulated snow and ice from sidewalk areas within 24 hours after the end of the storm. 
The Department of Public Works will complete pre-treatment (brining) of Township Snow Emergency Routes and Primary streets on Saturday (Jan. 24) and will begin salting and plowing operations as snow starts to accumulate (approximately 8:00 am on Sunday).  DPW will concentrate plowing on primary roads first, followed by secondary roads and then cul-de-sacs and dead ends. Woodbridge Township plow operations do not include state and county highways.

There will be no trash pickup on Monday to allow DPW trucks and employees to deal with snow removal and all trash and recycling pickups next week will be delayed a day as if Monday was a holiday.

The Woodbridge Public Libraries, Community Center, The Club and Senior and Youth Centers will be closed on Monday.  The Board of Education will issue a decision on Sunday regarding any Monday school closures.  

Please check on senior neighbors to be sure they are safe.
